For 
example, Lieke van der Voort’s composition, Body, shifts our focus 
from the purely spiritual to embrace the physical.

Dancer Libydo is a veteran of Electric Messiah since its inception 
eight years ago, this year being joined by dancer Sophie Dow. 
Turntablist SlowPitchSound (aka composer Cheldon Paterson) 
is another veteran who will join Soundstreams again in May 
2023 composing and performing in an interactive exploration 
of SAMPLING. Soprano Lindsay McIntyre will be featured in 
Steve Reich: Then and Now celebrating the legendary American 
composer’s 86th birthday in March 2023.

Soundstreams is celebrating its 40th Anniversary connecting 
audiences with compelling Canadian creations performed by this 
country and the worlds’ finest interpreters. We play a central role in 
the commissioning, development and production of this work.

Our annual season has two aspects: the main stage which includes 
the productions of Electric Messiah and Steve Reich: Then and Now; 
and Encounters, whose themes engage audiences with music and 
discussion that resonates in our communities.

Our staged productions appear on the world’s stages. Most recently, 
in May 2022, Musik für das Ende was the linchpin in a Claude Vivier 
Festival at London’s Southbank Centre, as well as productions in 
Berlin and Hamburg. Two Odysseys: Pimooteewin / Gállábártnit, 
a double-bill premiered in 2019 featuring the first Cree and Sámi 
language operas, led by an Indigenous creative team. Two Odysseys 
has been invited to appear in the Nordic countries in 2024.

Electric Messiah embodies the adventurous and thought-provoking 
spirit of Soundstreams.

Alberta-born soprano Lindsay McIntyre has 
been hailed as “stunning” (The Whole Note) for 
her work in concert and on the stage.

ELIZABETH SHEPHERD			
MEZZO-SOPRANO

Velvety-voiced pianist Elizabeth Shepherd 
arrived on the international scene in 2006 when 
her debut album Start To Move was voted one 
of the top albums of the year by the listeners 
of the influential Gilles Peterson Show on BBC 
Radio Worldwide. Since then, the Quebec-based 
soul-jazz innovator has established herself as 
one of the most alluring and imaginative artists 
on the scene today. Elizabeth has been hailed as “a jazz virtuoso blessed 
with a pop sensibility” and praised by critics worldwide for her arrestingly 
original writing and soulful delivery. The six-time Juno nominee and two-
time Polaris-Prize nominee has released seven widely acclaimed records, 
featuring collaborations with such musicians as Lionel Loueke and UK 
producer Nostalgia 7. She has toured extensively in North America, Europe, 
Japan and Mexico, sharing the stage with such great diverse acts as Christian 
MacBride, Branford Marsalis, Spankie Wilson, Victor Wooten, the Quantic

Andrew Adridge (he/him) is a multidisciplinary 
artist and opera producer based in Toronto with 
a passion for equity and industry reform.

He has built his choral and operatic repertoire through 
performances with The Strand Consort, Fount & Origin, Spectra Ensemble, 
King’s College London Chapel Choir, and various semi-professional choral 
societies in the UK. In Canada, he sings with the Elmer Iseler Singers, 
Tafelmusik Baroque Chamber Choir, Soundstreams Choir 21, Kammerchor 
London, and numerous London- and Toronto-based ensembles of all levels. 
Since 2019, Sharang has also taught at The Canadian Renaissance Music 
Summer School in London, Ontario.

Libydo is a collaborative dance performance 
artist based in Toronto. He established himself 
early in his career in the breakdance scene both 
competitively and showcasing which allowed him 
to appear on stages, music videos, art galleries, 
museums, and at schools across the country. He

and art through dance with a focus on his own 
unique approach to movement and expression, always remaining open to 
new concepts and exploring expansive opportunities in performance art that 
take on different cultural narratives and experiences. Libydo also serves on 
the board of directors for Wavelength Music Series in Toronto, and is involved 
in the curation of shows in venues throughout the city highlighting emerging 
Canadian artists.

An avid adventurer, Sophie 
exudes passion for busking, yoga and traveling, 
on top of holding a degree in Dance Performance 
and Choreography from York University. Highlights 
of Sophie’s Turtle Island touring journeys include 
choreographing and performing at Burning Man and opening ceremonies of 
BC’s Shambhala Music Festival, filming with Vero Films, and sharing dance in 
many rural and urban school contexts throughout the mountains and prairies. 
Sophie presently fulfills roles as creative director of Prince Edward County’s 
Flight Festival, artistic associate of Chimera Dance Theatre and O.Dela Arts, 
musician with The Honeycomb Flyers, licensed practitioner of traditional Thai 
massage, student of BreathWave, freelance dancer/choreographer/sound 
designer, and a puddle jumping trickster.

SlowPitchSound (Cheldon Paterson) is an award-
winning Toronto-based composer, mentor, 
and explorer of sounds and visuals. He has 
collaborated with creators from a wide range 
of disciplines including opera, jazz, classical, 
electronic music, theatre, and dance. His unique 
style of music production, self-proclaimed as 
scifi-turntablism, has graced stages around the 
world including Canada, Australia, USA, United Kingdom, and Sweden. 
With a passion for depth and detail in his work, Cheldon is heavily inspired 
by nature, outer space, and dystopian sci-fi. Cheldon’s unique approach 
to making music includes turntablism, sample manipulation, and field 
recordings. Making a shift into the world of live theatre, Cheldon has 
been nominated for a 2022 Dora award for Outstanding Sound Design / 
Composition, and has a collective win for Best New Theatre Production 
with Italian Mime Suicide, produced by Bad New Days. Cheldon has also 
composed music for the TIFF People’s Choice award winning documentary 
Black Ice by Oscar nominated director Hubert Davis. 

JOEL SCHWARTZ
GUITAR

Joel Schwartz is a music producer, guitarist, and 
founder of The Studio Songwriter Community. 
The recordings Joel has produced have won or 
been nominated for numerous awards including 
the Junos, Canadian Folk Music Awards, Ontario 
Folk Music Awards, Maple Blues Awards, and 
Blues and Roots Radio Awards. Joel was a long-
time member of Birds of Chicago (Allison Russell), 
and also performed with Amelia Curran, Matthew and Jill Barber, Great Lake 
Swimmers, Royal Wood, Jessica Mitchell, Aviva Chernick, Dione Taylor, Lydia 
Persaud, Jadea Kelly and many other Canadian artists.

Composer and vocalist Lieke van der Voort’s 
works have been described as having “rare 
dramatic intensity,” “a strong signature,” 
and “a voice that is important within the new 
generation of composers,” (Neomemoire, 
2019). She focuses heavily on improvisation, 
physical theatrical gesture, and vocal use. 
Lieke frequently uses her own text, confronting 
the emotional-psychological impact of ongoing social issues. Her works 
have been commissioned and performed by Soundstreams, Continuum 
Contemporary Music, Jumblies Theatre, Cheryl Duvall, Émilie Girard-
Charest, Thin Edge New Music Collective, and others. She leads and 
vocalizes in Kontraband Kollektif, an art music collective, with its debut 
EP Atropos having been released in January 2018. Her voice can also be 
heard in multiple Toronto-based projects as well as Veryan Weston’s Make; 
soundtracks of movies The VVitch, Clara, Tumbbad, In the Tall Grass, and 
various Tanya Tagaq shows with Christine Duncan’s Element Choir. 

ADAM SCIME 		
MUSIC DIRECTOR, SOUND DESIGNER, 
ELECTRONICS

Adam Scime is a composer, performer, 
writer, and educator, living in Toronto/
Tkarón:to who works in varying collaborative 
environments related to opera, theatre, music, 
and sound. Adam’s work is rooted in learning 
from his collaborators so that open, safe, 
and supportive environments are created 
collectively and in tandem with the evolving needs of individual artists and 
the wider community. Adam’s music has been performed widely across 
Canada, Europe, and Asia and described as “Astounding, the musical

(CBC). He is regularly hired as a music director, composer, and performer to 
work with some of the most notable organizations, ensembles, and soloists 
in the classical and contemporary arts landscapes.

Harassment Program; the Certificate in Leadership and Inclusion from the 
Canadian Centre for Diversity and Inclusion; the Non-Profit Leadership 
for Impact Professional Certificate from The University of Toronto; and the 
Narratives of Memory, Xenophobia and Migration in the European Union 
and Canada field study from The University of Victoria; in addition to 
holding a Doctorate of Music, from University of Toronto.
