por qué es de día, por qué vendrá la noche …
– Pablo Neruda, ‘Oda al perro’

As the epigraph to Fifteen Dogs, André Alexis quotes Pablo 
Neruda: “why is there day, why must night come …” The line is 
from the poem Ode to a Dog; it’s about a dog who asks a man 
the unanswerable question. The dog doesn’t speak, but still 
communicates his yearning to know and to understand the world to 
the man, without words, only through his two wet inquiring eyes. The 
man perceives the intended meaning of his companion’s gaze. He 
translates, interprets a look that is reserved for him alone. 

The act of translating is an effort to say the same thing differently, 
to transmit a thought or an experience in a new language or in a 
new way. Translation is at the heart of this new theatre adaptation 
of Fifteen Dogs, in both its content and its form. And as the god 
Hermes has taught me, translation reveals truth rather than corrupts 
it. My adaptation re-translates André’s beloved book into the world 
of theatre by drawing on the performance history of the epic poem. 
Rooted in an oral tradition, epic poems typically chronicle heroic 
journeys across supernatural worlds, that took place in a time beyond 
the range of any living memory. Our story is set here, in Toronto, and 
through the eyes of fifteen miraculous dogs, our city is immortalized 
and mythicized. 

So, it got me meditating on the weird magic of poetry that must 
both guard and reveal the poet’s inward and outward observations 
of their world-the attempt to use words to convey what cannot be 
put into words. I tried to understand what poetry is and made a list: 
a wandering little drift of unidentified sounds; the exposure of a 
secret; an unvarying need to be heard; a fragment; not an extension 
of the self but a substitute for the self. All I really know now is that 
poems must inhabit the moment, must change the reality it watches 
carefully, must give pleasure. This one is epic and pays tribute to our 
ancient friendship with dogs who gift us the purest of love.
