In 1978 Michele Smith and Dean Gilmour met while studying at the 
School of Jacques Lecoq in Paris, France. In 1980, they formed Theatre 
Smith-Gilmour and over the last 42 years have created 44 shows, 18 
of which were original plays including: Les Miserables, As I Lay Dying, 
Spent, Grimm, Katherine Mansfield, Chekhov’s Shorts and Longs, In the 
Wings of Eden, To Cry Is Not So, Le Malade Imaginaire, The Greenbird, 
The Miser, Carmen Opera for Two Clowns, and No Escape. They have 
toured across Canada several times and to China, France, Germany, 
Holland, Italy, Serbia, Greece, Romania, Moldova, Taiwan, Denmark, 
Hong Kong, London, Oxford, Brighton and Edinburgh. They were 
invited to the Chekhov International Theatre Festival in Moscow, Russia. 
Recently, their adaptation of William Faulkner’s As I Lay Dying, took them 
to the main space of the National Arts Centre, the Arts Club Theatre in 
Vancouver, and the High Performance Rodeo in Calgary. They have been 
nominated for 40 Dora Mavor Moore Awards and won nine times. In 
Montreal they won the MECCA award for best ensemble for Chekhov’s 
Shorts and have been nominated for two Sterling Awards in Edmonton, 
and two Chalmers’ Best Canadian Play Awards for The Greenbird and 
Chekhov’s Shorts.
